The Rick Noriega for United State Senate Campaign is kicking off a Summer Boot Camp to “Get Texas 
Back in Shape” and to give students, recent graduates, and dedicated supporters the opportunity to intern 
on his campaign and help him win the U.S. Senate seat. 
 
INFORMATION 
Summer Boot Camp officially starts on May 26 and run through August 8. Interns will be required to 
commit to a minimum of 30 hours per week. The Academy will operate out of the Headquarters in Houston 
and our two offices in Austin and San Antonio.   
 
Interns will be trained on several aspects of political campaigning by seasoned political veterans and then 
will be assigned an area of specialization within our campaign. Interns are encouraged to pursue an area 
of specialization preference based on current major, set of skills, and overall interest.  
 
FIELD & COMMUNITY ORGANIZING  
Field Interns will canvass communities, block walk neighborhoods, hold voter registration drives, 
coordinate and represent the campaign at events, organize house parties, recruit volunteers, continue to 
build our base of support, and manage field related projects. 
 
FUNDRAISING & FINANCE  
Finance Interns will identify potential donors, conduct donor research, help setup meetings, track and 
follow-up on contribution pledges, prepare invitations, arrange mail-outs, write thank you letters, plan 
fundraisers, and manage finance related projects.  
 
PRESS & COMMUNICATIONS 
Press Interns will work with the Communication Director to write press releases, pen editorials, help with 
messaging, create media advisories, plan and setup media events, and manage press related projects. 
 
RESEARCH  
Research Interns will draft policy analyses, prepare issue briefings, provide statistics and information to 
use in press releases/editorials/speeches, zero in on Cornyn’s voting record, keep up with current events 
in Congress, provide support to the Communications and Finance teams, and manage research related 
projects. 
 
ELIGIBILITY & DEADLINE  
An applicant must be at least 18 years of age and graduated from high school. 
 
The application deadline is May 21. Please include a resume and submit your application  to the 
regional office you wish to be placed in . Interested individuals are encouraged to apply early. Potential 
interns will be scheduled for an interview and then be notified about their acceptance into the Academy by 
May 23.
